La evrei neputinta sau, si mai grav, nedorinta procrearii era 
aspru sanctionata de popor. In neputinta de a procrea erau 
Ioachim si Ana, parintii Maicii Domnului. Cu toate ca pentru 
asta erau judecati si chiar marginalizati de comunitate, ei nu 
l-au renegat niciodata pe Dumnezeu. Ba mai mult, ei se 

incumeta sa creada si sa nadajduiasca in El, chiar si atunci cand nu mai sunt apti trupeste sa procreeze.  
Desi trecuti bine de varsta fireasca cand un om mai poate procrea, Ioachim si Ana, dupa multa staruinta in 
rugaciune, primesc marele dar de la Dumnezeu. O primesc pe Pruncuta Maria, aceea ce va deveni mai tarziu, 
nu prin inteligenta sau geniu, ci prin iubire de mama desavarsita, Preasfanta Nascatoare de Dumnezeu si

Nativity of Theotokos, fruit of God’s love  
 
The birth not only of a human, but the birth of any being is a miracle. By giving birth, all beings from the 
earth imitate Creator, procreating life. Our Creator has not been conditioned procreation by intellect or 
genius, even though the element itself of life exceed human understanding. In order to procreating, beings 
just need to love. Humans, also, need to love either to procreate. So, love is the foundation of life. Neither 
human intellect, nor his genius cannot design, make or produce life, and also nobody cannot understand or 
define life.

Moreover, their belief and hope was greater although naturally they were not able to 
procreate. However after long time of prayer they receive the greatest gift from God: the little girl, named 
Mary. She is the one who later will become, not because of her intelligence or genius, but because of her 
perfect love as perfect Mother of God and Mother of entire humanity.  fr. didel

“Zis-a Domnul: Nimeni nu s-a suit la cer decât Cel ce S-a coborât din cer, Fiul Omului, Care este în cer. Şi, după 

cum Moise a înălţat şarpele în pustie, aşa trebuie să Se înalţe Fiul Omului, ca tot cel ce crede în El să nu piară, ci 

să aibă viaţă veşnică.

Fragmentul de mai sus e o parte a dialogului Domnului Iisus cu fariseul Nicodim. Spre deosebire 
de alti farisei, Nicodim il asculta pe Domnul cu interes si bunavointa, nevazand in El un rival ce     
l-ar putea pune in umbra, asa cum dealtfel il vedeau multi dintre farisei. 
Nimeni nu s-a suit la cer decât Cel ce S-a coborât din cer, Fiul Omului, Care este în cer. 
Aici Domnul Iisus vorbeste despre Sine ca Dumnezeu, venit din cer, un loc inca inaccesibil 
omului trupesc. Desi a venit pe pamant, El este in acelasi timp prezent si in cer. 
Şi, după cum Moise a înălţat şarpele în pustie, aşa trebuie să Se înalţe Fiul Omului, ca tot 
cel ce crede în El să nu piară, ci să aibă viaţă veşnică. 
 Aceste cuvinte profetesc rastignirea Sa, anticipata si simbolizata in Vechiul Testament de 
inaltarea sarpelui de arama. Atunci evreii care voiau sa scape de moartea cauzata de 
muscaturile serpilor din pustie  trebuiau sa priveasca la sarpele de arama inaltat de Moise in 
pustie. Toti cei care vom privi la Hristos cel rastignit pe cruce ne vom vindeca si vom scapa de 
moarte, dobandind vesnicia. 
Pentru că Dumnezeu aşa a iubit lumea, încât pe Fiul Său Cel Unul-Născut L-a dat, 
ca oricine crede în El să nu piară, ci să aibă viaţă veşnică.  
Este afirmata dragostea absoluta a lui Dumnezeu pentru om, incat Dumnezeu pentru a-i oferi 
omului sansa vietii vesnice nu Si-a crutat nici propriul Sau Fiu. 
Fiindcă n-a trimis Dumnezeu pe Fiul Său în lume ca să judece lumea, ci ca să se 
mântuiască prin El lumea.

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Sunday before exaltation of the Holy Cross    
 
The Lord said, "No one has ascended into heaven but he who descended from heaven, the Son 
of man who is in heaven. And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the 
Son of man be lifted up, that whoever believes in him may have eternal life. "For God so loved 
the world that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have 
eternal life. For God sent the Son into the world, not to condemn the world, but that the world 
might be saved through him." (John 3: 13-17) 

 
The above text is part of the discussion of Jesus with Nicodemus, the Pharisee. In contrast to 
other Pharisees, Nicodemus is interested in His teachings without considering Him a rival 
running close to him, as use to consider many Pharisees. 
No one has ascended into heaven but he who descended from heaven, the Son of man who is 
in heaven. 
Our Lord, Jesus Christ talks about Himself as God, came down from heaven, yet a place not 
accessible to any human in his flesh. While He came down to earth, on the same time He 
remained into the heaven. 
And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son of man be lifted up, that 
whoever believes in him may have eternal life. 
These words prophesy His crucifixion, foreseen and symbolized in Old Testament by the 
bronze snake erected on a pole by Moses in order to protect the Israelits from dying from the 
bites of snakes. Anyone who was bitten by a snake could look at the bronze snake and be 
healed. The same will happen with all of those whoever will look to Christ crucifixion. They 
will be healed and eventually will get eternal life. 
For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not 
perish but have eternal life. 
It is stated the boundless love of God for the mankind so that God has not spared His only 
begotten Son in order to offer all humans the chance to get eternal life. 
For God sent the Son into the world, not to condemn the world, but that the world might be 
saved through him. 
God is not looking to frighten us. Although He knows our sins, weaknesses, Jesus does not 
judge us and instead of He offers to everyone who believe in Him mercy and salvation. fr. didel

Our Lord, Jesus Christ has been offered His Light in a hostile 

environment. Hostility crucified Him, but His love prevailed. Carrying 

your cross is not endurance test or evaluation of your limits. Many 

times we "burst" saying: 

- I cannot endure any longer! I cannot resist! 

But resistance comes only when I arm myself with the Cross of Jesus 

Christ and then I make infusion with love of Him in my blood and in my 

flesh. Therefore by Holy Eucharist we receive His Blood and Flesh in 

order to nourishing us with Divine Love and then to share it everybody. 

Humans are made for immortality. But as they have chosen the death, 

the Cross has been became the unique tool and way to recovering the
